SUMMER STUDY PROGRAM

GENERAL INFORMATION

Welcome to the Hawaii Preparatory Academy summer program.  This is both an educational as well as a fun program!

Please take a moment to become familiar with the following information.  This should help answer many questions concerning the program and make the trip more enjoyable.

BOOKSTORE: There is an excellent bookstore located in the main administration building.  Hours are from 11:30am to 3:30 pm. The Bookstore is closed on weekends.  Personal care products as well as supplies and school mementoes are available.

DINNING HALL: All meals at HPA will be served cafeteria style.  Second servings are available if needed.  Three meals per day will be served unless otherwise stated.  Due to the fact that the dining hall is carpeted, all food must be carried on a tray.  This saves on maintenance.  Dishes must be taken back to the kitchen by each individual upon completion of every meal.  Shoes and shirt are required.  Smoking is not permitted.  

DORMITORIES: Each dorm has a large lavatory with shower facilities.  Please be sure to turn showers off when not in use.  Washers, dryers, ironing boards, and irons are located in the dorm.  Laundry facilities are free of charge.  To better serve everyone, double up with a friend for a full load because washers and dryers are always in demand. Each person will be issued a room key.  The replacement charge is $25.00 for a lost key.  New keys can be obtained at the bookstore. 

FIRE PRECAUTIONS: All rooms are equipped with fire sensors.  In case of fire, an alarm will sound, at which time everyone is to exit in a rapid and orderly manner.  

FLIGHT DEPARTURE AND RETURN:  The sponsoring teacher will have all of the information on flight times as well as any special arrangements on group travel to and from the airport.  Please make a note on flight times and numbers.  Flight information will be made available approximately two weeks before departure.  This will hopefully lessen the odds of any changes in flight numbers and times.

KAMUELA: The town of Kamuela is two miles from the upper campus, where the group will probably be staying.  In Kamuela, there is a post office and two shopping centers that contain grocery stores, a drug store, and other small shops.  Trips into town must be cleared through a counselor. Scheduled trips are generally made according to student interest.  Most stores in town close at approximately 6:00 pm every evening.

LUGGAGE AND PACKING as of 18 May 2017:  For American Airlines, the following charges apply for checked luggage. We prefer that you check a maximum of two bags.

You will pay for your checked bags at the airport when you get your boarding pass (you will have to pay this 2x). Please make certain that you have cash or a credit card to pay. Below are the weight and size requirements. 

[image: image2.png]We calculate the size limits of your bag by adding the total outside dimensions of each bag, length + width + height.
For all regions, your checked baggage allowance is:

=Dimension: 62 in / 158 cm
=Weight: 50 Ibs / 23 kgs



 If you go over 50lbs or over the dimensions, below are the additional charges. We recommend that you leave extra weight in your luggage as you will be bringing home additional items that you buy over there. Remember, you will be able to do laundry!

Each person is also allowed one piece of hand carried luggage and a personal item (purse (I always take my backpack with my purse inside), briefcase, laptop bag). Below are the size and weight requirements for carry-on luggage. Some people choose to take their snorkeling equipment as their carry on. 
[image: image5.png]Carry-on: 1 personal item and 1 bag
Personal item

Your personal item must fit under the seat in front of you. Dimensions should not exceed 18 x 14 x 8 inches (45 x 35 x 20 cm ).
Basic Economy customers are only allowed 1 personal item. All other bags must be checked.

Diaper bags (1 per child), child safety seats, strollers and medical or mobility devices don’t count as your personal item or carry-

on.

Carry-on requirements

= Shouldn’t exceed 22 x 14 x 9 inches / 56 x 36 x 23 centimeters (including handles
and wheels)

=Must fit in the sizer at the airport

If your items don't fit in the overhead bin or under the seat, they may need to be
checked. There may be additional carry-on baggage restrictions at certain airports or
on certain airplanes.

Musical instruments are also considered a carry-on item and must fit in the overhead
bin or under the seat in front of you.

In addition, when traveling with a pet, the kennel or container counts as your carry-on
and the carry-on pet fee also applies.

You are allowed to bring a quart-sized bag of liquids, aerosols,
gels, creams and pastes in your carry-on bag and through the
checkpoint. These are limited to travel-sized containers that are
3.4 ounces (100 milliliters) or less per item. Placing these items in
the small bag and separating from your carry-on baggage
facilitates the screening process. Pack items that are in containers
larger than 3.4 ounces or 100 milliliters in checked baggage.

Any liquid, aerosol, gel, cream or paste that alarms during screening will require additional screening.

Carry-On Bag

3.4 ounces (100 mi) or smaller sized containers that fit in 1 quart-sized,
resealable bag may €0 in carry-on and through checkpoint security.

Luggage should have proper identification and should not be locked.  It is also advisable to include identification inside the luggage in case the outside tag is lost.  When checking in for flight departure, be sure to have bags checked through to Kona!
Each passenger must carry a valid government issued photo identification.  A Driver’s License or a Passport are acceptable.  Those students not possessing this type of identification should obtain a government issued identification card from their local auto license branch.  They should also bring their school issued photo identification cards. 

Do not pack travelers checks or cash in suitcases.  Cameras and their accessories should be carried separately.  Generally, checked luggage is insured by the airlines for up to $1,250.00.  Exclusions include, but are not limited to camera equipment, jewelry, cash, fragile items, perishable items, china, computers, electronic such as MP3 or IPOD players, and other high cash value items.  If additional insurance is needed, it can be purchased through GREAT DESTINATIONS, LLC.  prior to departure.  In addition to travel baggage insurance, both trip cancellation & interruption and accident & limited sickness insurance are available. A good rule for a sensible traveler is not to take anything more than can be comfortably handled.

Student residences do not always provide luxuries.  Bring hand soap, laundry detergent, washcloths, and beach towels.  Note—we will purchase hand soap and laundry detergent in Hawaii! Each student will be issued two sheets, a blanket, a bath towel, and a pillowcase.  These can be exchanged after one week. 
A plastic bag or two will be helpful for packing wet items.  Bring hangers for clothes that require them.  All rooms will have plenty of drawer space.  

Because of the elevation at the school, there will be a good chance of morning and evening rains.  A hooded windbreaker or sweatshirt is suggested.  Since the rain is usually a light mist, this will be sufficient.

The sun is very intense, so take extra precautions. Please bring appropriate sunscreen. You will have no need for tanning lotion.  There will be plenty of time to get a “Hawaiian Tan,” so take it slowly!!!

Since this is a marine science program, a set of mask, fins, and snorkel is imperative.  It’s best to invest in a good set to insure proper fitting.  A local dive shop is generally the best bet.  A mask that leaks a lot is very frustrating, particularly when the group will be snorkeling often.  All equipment should be marked for easy identification.  Nail polish is good for this.  A net/mesh bag is handy for carrying equipment and takes up very little packing space. 

A flashlight and extra batteries will be needed for night tide pooling. The head flashlights are excellent! Bring a backpack for hiking.  Also, bring a white t-shirt in case we decide to do fish printing. 

Students need to bring a set of colored pencils, a Mead Composition Book, a one inch 3 ring binder with looseleaf paper, calculator, pens, and pencils. Please confirm these purchases with the trip chaperones before purchasing.
MAIL:  Mail is received at HPA each weekday and handed out after lunch.  Please remember that it takes roughly four to five days for mail between the mainland and Hawaii.  Stamps, writing materials, and a mailbox are located at the bookstore.  

MEDICAL:  For those who wear glasses, it’s a good idea to take an extra pair.  If anyone is taking prescribed medicine, be sure it is hand-carried on the flight.  It’s a good practice to carry an extra prescription in case medicine is misplaced, especially if the medicine is a must.  Medical information must be provided for every participant. This is included in the “release and waiver form.” All prescribed medicines and medical problems must be listed.  This form must be in the hands of the tour escort two weeks prior to the departure date.  HPA has a nurse on campus in the mornings.  A medical center is located in Kamuela, only 5 minutes away.  There is also an optometrist in Kamuela if eyeglass work is needed.  

RECREATION:  All activities will be posted daily.  Free time in the evenings will be spent on campus.  Some activities may have sign-up sheets.  Ideas on activities not posted nor planned will be taken under consideration by the group coordinator.  Color television is available in the dorm lobbies.  HPA offers a gymnasium with facilities for basketball, volleyball, gymnastics, and weight training.  A sauna is also available, if desired.  Tennis courts and track are also located on campus.  Participants will leave for the beach practically every afternoon after lunch.  Free time is granted by the instructors after lab assignments have been completed.  

RULES OF CONDUCT:  HPA maintains a very high moral standard.  Students are required to abide by the regulations both on and off campus.  Parents and participants are required to sign a release and waiver form prior to departure.  It is highly recommended that parents go over the rules to make sure that all are understood.  There are four main regulations:

1) Absolutely no smoking in dormitories, cafeteria, gym, or classrooms.  Smoking is allowed only on lanais and patio areas.  This is a state boarding school law and it will be enforced. No students will be smoking.
2) The alcohol consumption age in Hawaii is 21.  However, consumption of alcoholic beverages on this tour is not permitted, regardless of age.  This applies to off campus activities and also to the stay on Maui, Kauai, and/or Oahu.  There will be no exceptions.

3) Dormitories will be assigned boy and girl.  No boys are permitted in the girls’ section, and no girls are permitted in the boys’ section.  This will also hold true for hotel rooms.  Only under chaperone supervision will there be any exceptions.  The dormitories and hotels have lobbies for meeting, watching television, and playing cards.

4) Quiet time begins at 10:00 pm.  All students must be in their dorms by 10:00 pm.  Lights are to be out by 11:00 pm.  School personnel live on campus with their families.  Respect must be shown for their privacy.  The times should be acceptable since breakfast is early.

Failure to comply to above rules of conduct and Batesville Community School Corporation rules and guidelines may end the student’s tour at an additional expense to the parents or guardians. End of student’s participation will also end opportunity for student credit.

SPENDING MONEY:  As stated in the brochure, all meals are included except on Kauai, Maui, and/or Oahu.  A reasonable amount of time will be allotted for shopping.  Budget money wisely and make the biggest expenditures toward the end of the trip. 
There will be suggested resource materials.  Students may be asked to purchase two paperback books for a total coast of approximately $6.00.  The book will be available at the bookstore.
