Money

· Everyone will spend different amounts of money. It depends on how many gifts you buy for yourself and others. You will have the chance to buy things (food and other necessities, gifts) in town (Waimea) when we go and will purchase several Shave Ice along the entire length of the trip most likely. You will want to buy items from the HPA gift store (shirts, sweats, and sweatshirts, etc…). You will have a chance to buy some Black Sand Pottery and jewelry from a local potter (highly suggest for gifts). We will also be stopping at a macadamia nut shop and a coffee shop. Both have excellent gift stores. You will have plenty of chances to shop in Kona on The Big Island. 
· Money for baggage

· Going over on American Airlines to Hawaii and coming back on American Airlines from Hawaii
· $30 dollars first checked bag and $40 dollars second checked bag

· Each checked bag cannot exceed 50 lbs or 62 inches (length plus width plus height)
· Bags over 62 inches (length plus width plus height) will cost $200 each. They will not accept bags over 126in (length plus width plus height) and if over 50lbs, will cost $100 if between 51-70lbs and $200 if between 71-100lbs. They will not accept bags over 100lbs.

Notes on Items
1. It is very important that you label your mask, fins, snorkel, gloves, boots, and snorkel bag etc...People will have some that look almost if not identical to yours! You can use permanent marker, nail polish, or a tool that will engrave your name on your stuff.
2. Mark all your clothes if you want too! I had my favorite shorts stolen right out of the dryer when I was there as a student. Grrrrrrrrrrrr…
3. Back Pack--I take a carry-on in addition to a backpack on the plane. The backpack is my purse! I stick my real purse inside of my backpack.
4. Sweatshirts/Jeans/Poncho, etc...You will need heavier clothing! It really gets cold at night at HPA because we are so high up, and it is very windy! The wind is their mascot! It also mists up there a lot! And, it is possible that it will be raining on some of our hiking trips.
5. Alarm Clock--you will be responsible for waking up in the morning!!!! I am assuming that most of you have an alarm on your cell.
6. Journal—This was not listed on the packing list, but I highly recommend bringing something to journal in. Spending ten minutes each night reflecting on the day will mean the world to you later on. Seriously.
7. State Issued ID/License REAL ID compliant—PACK IN CARRY ON!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

8. I will be buying the detergent for everyone to share while over there. Don’t worry about packing that.
